McKeesport Area School District utilizes the severe discrepancy model between intellectual ability
(acquired learning and learning potential) and academic achievement (skills and knowledge of
subject matter that have been taught in school and measured by standardized achievement tests) in
relation to the student’s age and/or grade level, when determining the Special Education
qualification for the category of specific learning disability.

McKeesport Area School District further follows the guidelines set forth by state and federal law
pertaining to the eligibility for special education services as a student with a specific learning
disability (SLD).

To be identified as a student with a specific learning disability in McKeesport Area School District,
the student must exhibit an objectively observable difference between intellectual ability and
achievement and, when provided with experiences appropriate for the student's age and ability
levels, must also demonstrate achievement which is not commensurate with age and ability level in
one or more of the following areas:

McKeesport Area School District complies with its obligations under Section 1306 of the Public
School Code. Student enrollment and placement is the same as for students residing in the district.
The district enjoys strong agency ties which are vital for the successful transition of students living
in a host district.

There are currently two facilities that are located within the boundaries of the McKeesport Area
School District. The two facilities are Auberle and FamilyLinks. Auberle serves as both a court
appointed facility and a shelter facility. FamilyLinks serves as a shelter facility. On a weekly basis,
Auberle staff provides the district with an updated student roster of all students residing in the
facility. A weekly meeting is held with the FamilyLinks staff to review all students currently in the
facility. Every effort is made to keep the students at their school of origin. Students may be enrolled
in the McKeesport Area School District following a Best interest Determination for the student. The
Best Interest Determination (BID) typically includes the following members: Children, Youth and
Families, Guardian ad Litem, representatives of the School of Origin, representatives of the School in
which the facility is located, the educational decision maker, and any/all other relevant parties. This
representative group may decide that it is not in the best interest for the student to remain at the



school of origin, and at that point, the student will be enrolled in the McKeesport Area School
District.

The McKeesport Area School District meets its obligations as host school district for students who
are identified as 1306 students and are deemed eligible for receiving education while at each
facility. If a student enrolls with an RR/IEP that is not current, a new I1EP is developed with
information from the current Evaluation/Re-evaluation Report. If the student enrolls with an
outdated Evaluation/Re-evaluation Report, the district conducts a multi-disciplinary re-evaluation
on the student to identify strengths, needs, and current instructional levels. Educational guardians
and parents, as well as home school districts, are included as part of this process. The team reviews
current data to ensure that FAPE is provided in the least restrictive environment.

Student placement decisions begin with the consideration of general education with use of
supplemental aids and services. All teachers anticipate they will have students with disabilities in
their classrooms and welcome ALL students. Use of the SAS tool-kit offered through
PaTTAN/BSE/PDE is used for inclusion of students with more severe disabilities.

Instructional methods used in classrooms incorporate multi-leveled instruction and various
methods of assessment. Supplemental aids and supports are aligned with instructional strategies.
Linkages between IEP goals/objectives and curriculum content are made to ensure appropriate and
effective integration. The collaboration between general and special education teachers along with
other specialists ensures that ali students’ needs are addressed and that their progress is tracked
systematically via a variety of sources (grades, observations, student input, teacher input,
conferences, etc.). Parents, guardians and outside agencies are always welcome in the school and
are seen as an integral part of the team.

Any student who requires services outside of the district are monitored via team meetings, progress
reports and verbal communication with staff from the contracted educational facility. When the IEP
team determines that behaviors are conducive to a typical school setting and re-integration can
begin, supports for a successful transition are coordinated between both the district and the outside
placement.

The primary barrier that exists for our district is obtaining current school records for students.
Often, students for which we serve as host district have a history of multiple placements. Obtaining
the most updated paperwork has proved challenging. Our partnerships with agencies and other
districts help with this issue. A secondary barrier is the changeover in staff at the Auberle Facility.
The ever-changing infrastructure of the facility creates barriers in communication, in identifying the
students that are in the facility, contact information for students and families, and educational
guardian information. In prior years, Auberle had assigned staff to this position, but have since cut
that position, and divided the responsibilities amongst several staff members. This has added to the
complications of streamlined communication. There are now varied people enrolling the students,
through varied means, and points of contact are difficult to establish.

Incarcerated Students Oversight

The district currently does not have any facilities for incarcerated youths. The district would use
intervention specialists, special education supervisors, school psychologists, special education
teachers, regular education teachers, paraprofessionals and other district resources to ensure that
students would be located, identified, evaluated, and when deemed eligible, offered a free
appropriate public education (FAPE) if a facility for incarcerated students would open within the
school district.

Every student within the McKeesport Area School District is provided a free and appropriate public
education that promotes success. Every student’s education is rooted within the basic concept that
of the general education curriculum with supplementary supports and services. Every IEP Team
attempts to provide services to students within the least restrictive environment. McKeesport Area
School District continues to work toward enhancing all programs in the district so that all students
are active participants in the entire
school experience (academics, clubs, athletics, etc). This experience WILL NOT come at the expense
of a quality education. Rather, we continue to work toward a standard of rigor and relevance!
To accomplish the task of educating students with disabilities in the least restrictive environment
several initiatives and adjustments have been implemented.

Climate:

The climate at MASD is one that fosters student growth in all areas. The buildings are welcoming
and accessible to ALL students, parents and visitors. The buildings are handicap accessible as are all
activities and sports. Posters welcoming all students and encouraging their participation are
displayed throughout the buildings. The district strives to promote a climate that all students are



included and welcomed.
Leadership:

The administrative staff has been instrumental in promoting an inclusive setting and has
demonstrated its commitment by making the inclusive vision a part of everyday practice. Staff
development, curriculum development, extra curricular activities and technology have all been
reviewed and reformed to ensure that ALL students have access to and can benefit from them.

Regular monthly meetings are held at building and district levels that include administration,
teachers, guidance counselors, and school psychologists working together to improve the quality of
services for our students. Central Office Administration as well as building level administration
support the inclusion of students with special needs in the LRE by not distinguishing between
students with special needs and "regular” education students. All students means just
that. Placement decisions begin with the general education classroom. If the IEP team has
determined that it is not the LRE for any student, they will move down the continuum of services.
The district recognizes the need for supporting all students in the areas of reading, spelling and
language development. Three coaches have been identified in this area. Two coaches service the K-
5 teachers and students and one coach provides services for grades 6-12. Within the two K-5
buildings, these coaches administer DIBELS exams, align curriculum and monitor the progress of all
students. After each adminstration of the DIBELS Exam, the coaches review and aggregate the data.
This data is then used to determine which reading group the students should be instructed within.
There are established enrichment groups at each grade level that focus on individual skills for each
student. These enrichment groups have time buiit into each teacher and student schedules. At the
6-12 level, the coach focuses on isntructional strategies, techer implementation of these strategies
and curriculum alignment. The district recognizes the need for a coach within the math content area
and one coach will be added for the 2019-2020 school year.

McKeesport Area School District also operates it own Pre-K Program. This program enables the
district to identify students early on that may be experiencing difficulties. The district also utilizes
the Pre-K program to address basic skills that students should possess prior to the start of
Kindergarten.

Student Placement/Instruction:

Student placement decisions begin with the consideration of general education with use of
supplemental aids and services. All teachers anticipate they will have students with disabilities in
their classrooms and welcome ALL students. Use of the SAS Consideration tool kit offered through
PaTTAN/BSE/PDE is used for inclusion of students with more severe disabilities.

Instructional methods used in classrooms incorporate multi leveled instruction and various
methods of assessment. Supplemental aids and supports are aligned with instructional strategies.
Linkages between IEP goals/objectives and curriculum content are made to ensure appropriate and
effective integration.



The collaboration between general and special education teachers along with other specialists
ensures that all students’ needs are addressed and that their progress is tracked systematically via a
variety of sources (grades, observations, student input, teacher input, conferences, etc.). Parents,
guardians and outside agencies are always welcome in the school and are seen as an integral part of
the team.

Any student who requires services outside of the district are monitored via team meetings, progress
reports and verbal communication with staff from the contracted educational facility. When the IEP
team determines that behaviors are conducive to a typical school setting and re-integration can
begin supports for a successful transition are coordinated between both the district and the outside
placement.

Inclusion in Extra curricular activities:

Instructional personnel are available for students requiring support (interpreters, personal care)
to participate in sports and club activities and trips.

Training opportunities:

Staff is provided with training opportunities during the school year on in-service days as well as
after school trainings. Trainings relate to topics such as discipline, differentiated instruction, co-
teaching, transition, behavior plans, adaptation and modifications and the special education process
have been and will continue to be offered to all staff.

Site based training and technical assistance:

The district utilizes PATTAN and AIU3 services for on and off site training and support. Behavior
support, assistive technology support, team training on autism along with support from the inclusive
practices program has been accessed on a regular basis. When needed, the district connects with
the appropriate contact person from PaTTAN or AlU3. From there a plan is developed as to the type
of assistance needed: on site training, observation, referral to alternate resource, etc. The staff and
administration have found it very helpful to have these partnerships available.

McKeesport Area School District's behavior management policy includes a tiered model including
three levels of intervention.

Tier I: Good classroom management strategies.

Tier Il: Specific interventions designed for individual students.

Tier Ill: Restrictive Interventions

The behavior support policy is distributed to all administrative staff and teachers and can also be
found on the district website. School district personnel have been trained in Safe Physical
Management (CPI). In addition, all special education teachers have been trained in Functional
Behavioral Assessment and in writing an effective Positive Behavioral Support Plans.

School district personnel have been and will continue to be trained in the development of district-
wide, school-wide, classroom and individual behavior and discipline strategies and systems. MASD
has two recent staff members who were trained in the CPI model which promeotes the safety of both
students and staff. It is also the district's practice to promote and enhance the development of
behavior management training, continued training of writing effective behavioral support plans, and
the enhancement of effective data collection techniques that will enhance accurate planning and
record keeping of student progress. The districts’ school psychologists provide consultative services
for behavior support plans.

McKeesport Area School District had several teams consisting of regular and special education
teachers, counselors and administrators participate in in-depth behavior support training. The
district utilizes two school psychologists and nine guidance counselors within the district.

The Student Assistance Program (SAP) is available for all students grades K-12.

in the event of a crisis, the district has utilized both Mon-Yough Mental Health Services and The
Matilda Thiess Team as immediate intervention across the district.

The district has embarked on a partnership with Watson Institute which involved Watson providing
training and consultation to our staff on the topic of positive behavioral supports for schools. Qur
Twin Rivers Elementary Schoot adopted the ROAR School Wide Program. Twin Rivers was
identified through Allegheny County's Datashare Program as demonstrating a need for a on-site
mental health team. This team is provided through the Matilda Thiess Program and is funded
through the Office of Behavioral Health. There are five members to this team and include both
bachelor's level and master's level mental health therapists and they are provided oversight on a
monthly based from a psychiatrist. They work with students and families, both in the school and in
the home. Referrals to this team come directly from the SAP Team. The Theiss Team has also
provided the district with in-service training in regards to trauma informed care.

The district has also contracted with Mon Yough Mental Health Services to provide School Based
Counseling Services for those in need. Each school building has a counselor in the buidling on
particular days of the week, based upon the student caseload. As the caseload increases, the
counselor is available in the school more days per week. Parents are made aware of these services
and can link students both through the school procedures or on thier own.

At this time, the district has not had difficulty ensuring FAPE for any students. However, procedures
are in place should an issue arise regarding services.

McKeesport Area School District provides services along a continuum which affords students
interventions ranging from itinerant to full time support in and out of the general education
classroom.

The district operates an elementary program for regular and special education
students in grades K-5 called Positive Actions for Students (PAWS). This program is designed for
students who display behaviors which prevent successful participation in a regular classroom
environment. This room is a highly structured small group setting lead by a teacher who is dually
certified in regular and special education. Students are supported by a behavior specialist and
counselor who help to address the emotional and behavioral issues these students experience. Any
identified student placed in this environment is done via the IEP team. Regular education students
placed in this environment have been unsuccessful in responding to an intervention type model.
The goal of this program is to assist students in controlling those behaviors which prevent them
from being able to successfully participate in the regular school/classroom. There is currently one
PAWS classroom location, in our East End Academy.
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Each building within the district offers learning and emotional support for students
ranging from itinerant level through full time. Life skills and autistic support are offered at all grade
levels in the district.

MASD is currently working with WPIC, specifically the Matilda Theiss Team on school
wide positive behavioral supports, at the Twin Rivers Elementary School (K-5) to provide assistance
for district staff. The purpose of this support is to empower staff to effectively deal with a range of
student behaviors through planned instruction and effective behavioral planning, as well as trauma-
informed care,

Any student who requires services outside of the district are monitored via team
meetings, progress reports and verbal communication with staff from the contracted educational
facility.

The district maintains excellent working relationships with a variety of community
agencies and programs associated with our students. Community agencies are invited into our
schools as part of the IEP team to provide their expertise/suggestions regarding appropriate
supports for students as it relates to the educational environment. At this time, the districtis
pursuing advancing the availability of school-based mental health teams for our other elementary
school, Francis McClure Elementary (K-5). The district believes that providing students/families
with this service will increase consistency for those involved.

The district works closely with the school-based liaison from the Allegheny County
Office of Behavioral Health to ensure students are receiving the services they need and/or at the
families request.

The McKeesport Area School District works collaboratively, utilizing a team approach to find
solutions for hard to place students. The district works with with court-appointed advocates, county
and local agencies, mental health agencies, and our local AlU to determine an appropriate
educational placement for hard to place students. Interagency meetings have been requested
through the local Intermediate Unit when needed.
